Mr Poddar, who will
soon move his business
into new offices at the
Innovation Centre in
Torfaen, said: “People
will contact SHP direct-
ly from our site and the
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company will buy their
old phones.

“The customer can
then choose a charity to
give money to, or pick
one with a profile on our
site.

“This scheme will ben-
efit both the environ-
ment and the communi-
